HOW TO: SQL Server 2005 Installation
In this tutorial we shall be installing SQL Server 2005. However, before actually describing the installation process let us briefly examine the minimum requirements for installing and running SQL Server 2005.    If you currently have a version of SQL Server running you may use your existing system for MIE Docs and you are not required to have another installation. 
Downloading SQL Server
SQL Server comes in multiples version where each version has its limitations which has its own limitations.   To test MIE Docs you can use SQL Server 2005 express edition which will give you a good idea of the software and its capabilities.   SQL Server 2005 standard edition will be required once you reach the 4 GIG limit imposed on SQL Server Express.    Click on the link below to install based on your preferences.     Download and copy the installation file to a location on your hard drive where you can access it.

	Database size limitation of 4 Gigabytes
	http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/details.aspx?FamilyID=3181842a-4090-4431-acdd-9a1c832e65a6&displaylang=en
SQLEXPR32.EXE is a smaller package that can be used to install SQL Server Express on 32-bit operating systems only. The larger SQLEXPR.EXE package supports installing onto both 32-bit and 64-bit (WOW install) operating systems. There is no other difference between these packages.

Click on the installation setup file to begin the installation.  The setup file may be called SQLEXPR32.EXE or SQL.EXE located where you previously saved the file.  The user is expected to read through the license agreement and accept the license before he can proceed any further. After accepting the license agreement, click on Next to proceed.
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SQL Server tries to install any components required to complete the installation, i.e. .NET Framework 2.0.  
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Once the installation of the components required prior to Installing SQL Server is complete the finish button is to be clicked. Now the Welcome screen appears.
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The next step is the system configuration check. The report of the check is displayed to the user. The success or failure of the check is reported along with warnings if any. 
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Once the user clicks continue the installation begins.


The next step is to enter the registration information. The user enters his name, company name.  If you are installing the standard 2005 SQL server you will also be asked for your serial number as it appears on the yellow sticker on the cover of the DVD.   Keep the ‘Hide advanced configuration options’ checked because this manual does not go through those descriptions.   The user then clicks on Next to continue.  
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Next the components to be installed have to be specified. The user can chose to install all the components or some of the components. 
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On clicking Next, the Feature selection dialog box appears. All the selected features are displayed.

Keep the defaults at the feature selection dialog box and click next.
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The Authentication mode dialog box appears. The user must specify the authentication mode. It can be Windows authentication or Mixed mode. The user must assign a login irrespective of the mode selected. He must enter the password and confirm it before clicking next to continue.  If you choose Windows Authentication mode to use for this installation you    DO NOT FORGET THIS PASSWORD, this is the administrative password and your data will be lost if you forget it.   If you select ‘Windows Authentication Mode’ you do not enter a password.  Click on the HELP to understand the difference between the modes but for MIE Solutions you can just select the default.
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On clicking next the user is prompted with some options.  Just use the defaults as shown below. Click Next to continue.
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On clicking next the user is prompted with error some options.  Just use the defaults as shown below. Click Next to continue.
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The ready to install dialog box displays all the components that are going to be installed on the system. To proceed with the installation the user has to click on Next.

The setup progress bar is displayed. On completion of set up the Next button will become enabled and the user has to click on Next to proceed.

The last dialog box displays the progress of the set up. All the selected components being configured are displayed and their status indicated. Click on Next to continue.
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This takes the user to the final screen of the setup. The system is required to be rebooted for the configuration to take effect. The user is asked to click on finish to reboot the system. The user is informed that any errors in set up are recorded in the summary log for future reference. Click on Finish to complete the process.
At this point you are now ready to install MIE Docs, MIE Maintenance, MIE Time or MIE Trak using the SQL Server 2005 database.
